Mr. Gookenbarger; when storm sewer was replaced, caused driveway to sink, looking for help.

Several members representing the Lighthouse church had questions regarding a variance for property to be
used for a church. The Mayor explained that he had given the property owner the information to apply for a
variance and to date the property owner has not completed and returned it.

Mpr. Nicholson alleged ihat he has had problems for four months with his water bill. He thinks that four months
is too long to have corrected. The Mayor stated that we are still having issues with the way the new billing
software interacts with the old data and we correct issues as they come up. The issue that Mr. Nickolson was
referring to was a $4.00 late fee that was credited.

Mr. Liest and others from the Stoney Bluff area questioned the concrete at the blocked off area of Market St.
Group would like blocks removed. The residents in attendance believe that Fire Trucks could be delayed in
getting back to the condos by the barricade.

The Mayor responded that the streets from Stoney Bluff have not been accepted by the Village, in addition there
is a small section of Market Street that is still in Bloom T ownship and the last the village heard the Trustees had
abandoned that section, but the County Commissioners did not vacate it. Until the developer or the Township
improve that section of road or the village controls the entire road and can make improvements, the Mayor will
continue to advise Council that the road should remain closed.

Simon asked if we could petition the township to obtain. Brenning would like more information; would this then
be a cut though and increase traffic in front of school? Deem would like to see a traffic study.

Mayor and Village Administrator will follow-up with the Fire Department be sure not causing additional
delays. Ed also stated that the waterline would have to be relocated since a hydrant would end up in the street
once improvements are made.
