2009 Operating Budget — Line item numbers may change when we convert accounting soltware
over to UAN. The Village’s original expected operating budget/Tax Budget needs to be modified
based on 3" and 4™ quarter numbers. we arc seeing a reduction in General Fund Revenue.

Carli questioned appropriations for the Honeyfest. Is the village giving the Honeyfest funds? The
Mayor clarified that the village is not giving the Honeyfest additional funds, it is simply stating that
the Honeyfest is approved to spend the appropriated amount il'it is available. TLAMA is no longer
part of the Honeyfest. By law the village must operate on a balanced budget that is why we have to
malke supplemental appropriations and reallocations.

The Mayor shared an article from the Columbus Dispatch regarding water rates.

Carli stated that she read Lithopolis is close to the highest rates in Ohio for water. Substantially
higher than most. Mayor asked where Carli received the information from. Carli indicated the
OEPA website. Mayor stated you have to compare apples to apples. When you do that, you will
find the village is actually comparable to municipalities our size with a new walter plant and tower.
Rate structures differ in that some bill in cubic 1t and some bill in gallons.

Carli is concerned that the village is hurting itself by implementing the $25 WAC. She fecls it may
deter people from wanting to build here in the village. Mayor stated we have to be able to pay our
bills. such as the water debt scrvice.
