Public Comments

Christine Thomas asked why Market Street is closed where it enters Stoney Bluff. Mayor explained the
difference in the width of the road at the point where the old road meets the new road, the lack of sidewalks and
the need to relocate a water line and fire hydrant. He stated these are not improvement that the Village has plans
for and in fact that section of Market Street is still within Bloom Townships realm of authority. Mayor invited
Township Representatives present to add comment and or explanation. Brian Randles stated he personally does
not want the road open because of safety reasons with the elementary school right there. Mrs, Wargo asked
about emergency vehicle access. Mayor said he spoke to Fire Chief Gill regarding this issue and the Village has
installed pylons that the Fire Department can drive over if necessary.

Brian Randles read an article out of the Messenger regarding salt issues. Ed VanVickle was quoted in
the article with the implication that the Township was unwilling to sell the Village salt for the upcoming season.
Mr. Randles wanted to clarify that it wasn’t that the Township was unwilling but unable to sell salt to the
Village due to the salt shortage we are experiencing. Mr. Randles invited the Mayor to the next township
meeting on Wed. Oct. 22, 2008 to discuss possible assistance with the village’s need for salt. The mayor
explained that the village will be applying Brine to the roads to help alleviate the need for salt.

A resident was concerned about the lines on the road in front of Wagnall’s Run are not visible. The
mayor explained the village has painted those lines twice and Dominion Homes was responsible for that public
improvement and that the Village and Dominion were discussing the issues in order to get them resolved.

A resident asked if it is possible to get COTA to come through the village. Mayor said we are outside
their area of operations and COTA would have to expand to include the village in their route. Ginger stated that
if we would look into it.

Reports from officers

Mayor
Trace’s Waste Hauling is asking Council to limit the amount of trash allowed per residence. They went on to

say that it appears people from outside the village are bringing their trash in and leaving it at a village residence
to be picked up. Ms. Brenning asked if it is considered illegal dumping. Chief Barton responded yes. Ms.
Brenning suggested sending a letter to suspected violators to inform them fines may be assessed. The Mayor
