The Mayor indicated that he did stop to take a look at it however no
one was home. He left a door tag to let them know he was there. The Mayor stated it appears there is an old
rusted pipe in the same area that has fallen through and caused the driveway to cave in. Mayor Sandine advised
Mr. Gookenbarger to call during business hours and he will come back out and look at it with Mr.
Gookenbarger.

Reports from officers

Trace’s has brought up concerns about the amount of trash being collected. Keith said a number of people have

so much trash he suspects that friends from the township are dropping trash off on Wednesday mornings.
Trace’s will provide us with weight numbers and addresses of potential violators.

Trace’s has asked the Village to set an amount of trash collected without extra charge. Mayor will work with
Trace’s to establish a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) to clarify expectations.

Some additional changes have been submitted for the Sign Ordinance. Mayor will have an updated version to
council for a new 2nd reading on Oct. 14th.

The process on the revised Zoning Code will begin after the second reading in October. This includes a
mandatory public hearing.

The village received the official Certificate of Estimated Resources and the ULGF Apportionment from the
Fairfield County Auditor’s Office for FY20009.
